 Even with severe budgetary constraints facing our state, Pennsylvania voters 
strongly believe that quality early childhood education should be a top priority for 
state lawmakers.  An overwhelming majority of voters across all regions of the state 
support continued government investment in quality early childhood education.   
Voters also strongly oppose rolling back the progress that the legislature has made 
on the issue.  A majority of voters say they are even more likely to support invest-
ment when informed of the long-term economic benefits of quality early childhood  
education:  budgetary savings through reductions in criminal activity, remedial  
education, and high-school drop-out rates.  Results of the poll, which was conducted 
in late December by Tulchin Research, found the following:  
  

Õ 81 % of voters support quality early education 

Õ 71 % favor continuing state government investments 
 
Our message is consistent and far-reaching:  investing in quality early childhood  
education now reaps positive benefits down the road.
